Eligibility Requirements & Instructions:

Applicants must be in grades 3-12 for the 2024-2025 school year

Vocal students must be at least 13 years old (male voices must have changed)

Instruments must be orchestral instruments (includes piano & organ)

Application must be complete and returned by the deadline

Teacher Recommendation Form is to be submitted by music instructor/teacher (mailed by
teacher)

October 1, 2024 is the postmark deadline for all applications. Student application forms and Teacher
